CT. 01: Introduction to teaching
Course Description
This course is designed for diploma students in laboratory technology to expose them in pedagogical knowledge and skills of teaching especially secondary education institutions.  The course admits candidates who have a prerequisite knowledge of advanced secondary education or someone with equivalent qualification. Students are expected to develop their knowledge and skills concerning the concept and perspectives of teaching which inform teaching in education institutions; planning for teaching; professionalism and ethics in teaching; and school or college records keeping. With a successful completion of the course, the student is expected to have acquired the basic pedagogical skills and knowledge required for effective teaching.
Learning Outcome
By the end of the course the students are expected to be able to:
a) Comprehend the teaching concept in education institutions
b) Critically examine the applicability of different perspectives of teaching in education institutions
c) Manage teaching in small and large classes
d) Plan effective lesson activities to promote teaching
e) Deal with different teaching and learning behaviours of learners
f) Abide to the ethics and code of conduct related to the teaching profession 
g) Explain and prepare various types of records in the school system and be able to keep some of the records.

Mode of Delivery and Attendance
This course will be taught for 15 weeks covering coursework and final examinations. The students will be required to attend lectures and seminar series to be able to graduate pass the introduction to teaching course.
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
