Course Title: ENTREPRENEURIAL MANAGEMENT OF SCHOOLS
Course description

The course is intended to enable educational leaders acquire entrepreneurship knowledge, skills and the basics on how to manage and run educational institutions entrepreneurially. Through hands-on experiences, course participants will have opportunities to develop the values, traits, and skills most often associated with successful entrepreneurs. The enterprise teaching-learning methods acquired during the course will also create entrepreneurs in the education system.

Learning outcomes 
By the end of this course, students should be able to; 
1. Analyze the characteristics of enterprising people including enterprising educational leaders;
2. Compare the characteristics and contributions of various entrepreneurs; 
3. Assess their own entrepreneurial and enterprising potential; 
4. Analyze different options of managing education institutions entrepreneurially

5. Analyze various methods of generating ideas and identifying opportunities in the education sector; 
6. Conduct marketing research to evaluate the ideas generated and opportunities identified
7. Prepare an effective business plan for the identified business opportunities
Mode of Delivery
There will be a three hours for lecture per week for the entire Semester. Students will be required to attend one hour of seminar per week.
