
Activity 2.3: Creating an engaging assessment 
I have selected “Reﬂective exercises and rubrics” as an assessment strategy to design an online assessment activity for module of my interest. The module is “assessing own general enterprising tendencies” a topic within an online course for postgraduate students titled Entrepreneurship Education and Training.
Aim: Explore individual general enterprising tendencies

Motivation: Learn the general enterprising tendencies as demonstrated by entrepreneurs
Resource: General Enterprising Tendencies (GET) test (to be uploaded manually in the moodle as a resource)
Alignment: Completion of this activity will count towards your course portfolio.
Rubric: Your assignment will be graded using this Rubric <GET test>
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Tool:  Forum and online assignment
What to do 

Task: Do the <GET test > and compute your individual score 
How: The task is to be completed individually and offline, later on uploaded online
Duration: 30 minutes 
Response: Interpret the results of the GET test score as per the rubric. Share your reflection in the Activity 
     1.1 forum. Comment on at least one of your peers’ reflection.
Feedback: Feedback will be provided from the groups and the facilitator during the chat session
Deadline: The assignment should be completed in two weeks time
The assessment activity (Reflective and rubrics) has been selected because; most people perceive entrepreneurship as business establishment. Thus doing the GET test shows that every individual possess some entrepreneurial qualities. This will enable students begin to discover their personal potential in relation to the possession of entrepreneurial qualities. 

Since students are not doing business they think entrepreneurship has nothing to do with them. The reflective activity with rubrics therefore enables students to acknowledge that they possess some qualities associated with entrepreneurs. Thus, they have to come up with a plan on how they can realize their own potentials. Students also acquire the concept of entrepreneurship in its broader perspective. This is very important because most students study the course at the university level. They perceive entrepreneurship narrowly as establishment of small businesses, the layman’s view point. Enabling students to grasp the concept during the first days of the learning lay a basic foundation for the topics to follow under the course. Students being aware of the general enterprising tendencies thus lay a basis for understanding how the qualities of entrepreneurs can be developed in the education system and their role as teachers in the process.
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
