Activity 3.3 Develop a Digital Resource, Activity, or Assessment using a FOSS tool

Free and open-source software (FOSS) is computer software that is free and open-source, thus, anyone is freely licensed to use, copy, study, and change the the software in any way. Since the source code is openly shared, people are encouraged to voluntarily improve the design of the software. The opposite of FOSS is proprietary software which are under restrictive copyright and the source code is confidential, and cannot be accessed by the user. There exist different FOSS tools as stated in assignment 3.2. This assignment however focuses on a teacher and how he/she can develop a resource using a FOSS tool to facilitate online learning. 

In my context, I will use my subject of entrepreneurship as previously used.
